Take the Main Street exit, Turn right 
onto Main Street and immediately 
make a sharp right turn onto the PG&E 
access road that runs adjacent to the 
highway off ramp (directly across from 
the southbound Highway 1 onramp and 
the Lemos Pet Store parking lot. 
 
 
 
From Hwy 1 North: 
Take the Main Street exit. Turn right 
onto Main Street. Turn right onto the 
PG&E access road just after going 
under the highway overpass (directly 
across from the southbound Highway 1 
onramp and the Lemos Pet Store 
parking lot.)
