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Memorable Stories

from an Experienced Rehabber
by Kelly Vandenheuvel

Being a volunteer and rehabber for Pacific Wildlife Care
for 25 years has been, and is, one of the most fulfilling
things I have ever done!

I was just 22 years old when I joined forces with this
awesome group. I will never forget driving home from
work in Cambria, when I heard a public service an-
nouncement on the radio asking for people to become
part of a newly formed wildlife rescue team. I knew it
was something I wanted to do. There were about eight
of us at the time, and we all had the same passion and
love for wildlife. We called ourselves Central Coast
Wildlife Rehabilitation Guild. Keep in mind this was
before we had the hotline phone number so most peo-
ple found us through word of mouth. The word did
spread, and soon we were receiving calls from state
park rangers, the sheriff’s department, local busi-
nesses, and people from the community. Soon after
we became licensed by Fish and Game, had our hotline
in place, and started to grow as an organization, al-
though we were taking care of animals from our
homes and covering the expenses personally.

So much has happened from 1984 to the present that
I couldn't possibly be able to fill in all the details nor
would there be enough pages in this newsletter. There
are a couple of stories, however, I would like to share
because they still make me laugh to this day.

One of my first wildlife experiences was with a Brown
Pelican. It was brought to me in a large box, and it
had a fishing hook in its bill. I lived in a brand new
custom home in Cambria that had an extra large bath
tub, which seemed like an ideal location to let the bird
de-stress, eat some food, and relax after I removed
the fish hook from its bill. Needless to say, my then
boyfriend was less than thrilled to find a pelican in the
bath tub when he came home! Fortunately, in time,
resources became available, and our home rehab facili-
ties improved.

The other most memorable and laughable experience
was when I received a call from a chef who owned a
very nice restaurant in Cambria. He said he had a sick
Turkey Vulture hanging out on the deck at his house
that he had been feeding hamburger meat. I asked

that he not feed it any food and went right over.
Upon arrival, the chef walked me around to his
backyard where the bird sat on his deck. The
problem was that the bird was a young chicken,
not a Turkey Vulture! I didnt want to insult the
chef or make him feel less than adequate in re-
gards to bird identification so I took the chicken,
and told him we would take care of it. I found the
chicken a good home, and the chef continues to
serve excellent meals - I just avoid ordering
chicken when we go to his restaurant!

Pacific Wildlife Care has come a long way since
1984. Thank you to all the volunteers who dedi-
cate their time, energy and passion to such a
worthwhile cause.
